APPLICATION FOR TRANSFER OF AN INDIVIDUAL COMMERCIAL SOUND
BROADCASTING LICENCE AND A RADIO FREQUENCY LICENCE AND AMENDMENT
OF A RADIO FREQUENCY LICENCE

| write on behalf of the applicant and the transferee in this application. A supporting letter
from the business rescue practitioner, Mr Thomas Gecrge Nell, is attached to this letter.

1. BACKGROUND TO THESE APPLICATIONS

1.1 The applicant in this application is Extriserve Pty Ltd which traded as LM Radio, a
commercial sound broadcaster with a footprint covering Gauteng. The station was
placed in voluntary business rescue on 30 November 2021. The reasons were, among
others, the effect of COVID-19 and the associated cost-cutting measures on advertising
spend which severely affected the financial affairs of the licensee, as the cost of sefting
up the station could not be recouped as a result. Sentech SOC Ltd ("Sentech”) is the
largest creditor and the application by the transferee has its support.

1.2 The transferee is MediaDynamix Pty Ltd (“MediaDynamix”), a company formed for the
purpose of acquiring the commercial sound broadcasting and the radio frequency
licences of the fermer LM Radio. MediaDynamix is held by two shareholders, one of
whom is 100% black-female empowered, and will be managed by a team with decades
of experience in radio.

1.3 Another important factor that affected the station, was the frequency on which it was
broadcasting. This was an AM frequency which has been affected by various sources of
interference, including the increasing number cf electronic devices (including electric
cars) causing interruptions, the age of the transmitter, the outmoded technology used in
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medium wave stations, and the unavailability of technical support for this technology
within Sentech. The station sound is not comparable with the sound of FM stations,
which places it at a significant and substantial competitive disadvantage.

1.4 This can be contrasted with the support the station's format has on streaming platforms,
which had enabled the station (as LM Radio) to continue to operate only on a streaming
platform. As the Authority knows well, however, streaming is not an option for most
listeners — in part due to their inability to access devices for this purpose, but also

because practically, listeners cannot stream in their cars, or during the work day,
whereas an FM radio station is very accessible.

1.5 The revenue derived from limited advertising on the stream is insufficient to sustain any
broadcaster. Streaming is currently only made available by some (not all) stations and
as an option for listeners, not a primary form of information or entertainment.

1.6 The transferee may not use the trademark “LM Radio” and associated slogans and
straplines which are the property of Extriserve. |tis therefore not possible to continue to

stream the broadcast. The new station will have a new name if this application is
approved.

2. APPLICATION FOR TRANSFER OF LICENCES

2.1 With this letter we enclose an application to transfer the commercial sound broadcasting
licence and the radio frequency licence to MediaDynamix. The commercial transaction
underpinning the application has been approved by the business rescue practitioner, Mr
George Nell, of Corporate Business Rescue and the creditors of the licensee. In
essence it constitutes a sale of assets by Extriserve.

2.2 The application is made by Extriserve in business rescue as applicant, and
MediaDynamix as transferee.

2.3 Form G with the relevant annexures is enclosed for the Authority’s consideration and
approval. As indicated above, the transferee is substantially empowered, has the

support of Sentech, and will be managed by people with extensive experience in sound
broadcasting.

2.4 A report on the effect of the transaction on (j) competition and (i1) on the consumer has
been obtained from an independent expert. The conclusion of both reports is positive
and suppartive,

2.5 In summary, the fransaction — if approved — will increase competition in commercial
sound broadcasting, specifically in the adult contemporary format, by virtue of the
popularity of the licensed format. Increased competition means increased choice for
listeners and the large number of listeners that support the format are likely to attract
advertisers to the station. _

2.5.1 We have included numerous letters, emails and other forms of messages of support

from listeners and advertisers for the format — there is demand that is not currently
being addressed by existing licensees’ formats other than that of the applicant.

2.5.2 We have compared the listener profite and format as well as various other

demographics and presented the outcome of an analysis of each of Hot 1027 FM
and the former LM Radio as these have been said to be similar in format and listener
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profile. However, the outcome clearly shows that there are significant differences
between the two and that the format of the former LM Radio is not the same as nor
does it attract the same profile of listener, as that of Hot 1027 FM.

2.5.3 There is therefore clearly a need for the format included in the applicant's licensee
and we would like to meet that need.

2.6 The application fee has been paid and proof of payment is also included.

2.7 We deal with the amendment application also filed with the Authority, because the two
applications are linked. Unless the application for transfer is approved, we will not be
able to proceed with the amendment application but if the amendment application is not
approved, the transferee will be hampered in its attempt to reinvigorate the licensed
format for the benefit of fisteners and may well decide not to proceed.

2.8 We explain this further below.
3. APPLICATION FOR AMENDMENT OF A RADIO FREQUENCY LICENCE

3.1 At the same time as applying to the Authoi'ity for approval of the transfer of the licences
to MediaDynamix, we are also appiying for an amendment to the radio frequency licence

to have an FM frequency assigned to it. This would fulfil several of the Authority’s
objects as set out in the ECA including:

" (d) encourage investment, Including strategic infrastructure investment, and
innovation in the communications sector:

(e) ensure efficient use of the radio frequency spectrum;

(f) promote broad-based bfack economic empowerment, with particular attention to
the needs of women...;

(k} ensure that broadcasting services. . .viewed colfectively, are provided by persons
or groups of persons from a diverse range of communities in the Republic;

() provide assistance and support towards human resource development within the
ICT sector;

(p) develop and promote SMMEs and co-operatives,-

(s) ensure that broadcasting services, viewed collectively — (i) promote the provision
and development of a diverse range of sound and telsvision broadcasting services
on a national, regional and local level, that cater for all language and cultural groups
and provide entertainment, education and information. .

(v) ensure that commercial and community broadcasting licences, viewed

collectively, are controlled by persons or groups of persons from a diverse range of
communities in the Republic;

(w) ensure that broadcasting services are effectively controlled by South Africans;
(z} promote stabi!ify in the ICT sector.”

3.2 MediaDynamix is a wholly South African-owned company, which will be 50.1%
empowered Dy virtue of the contribution by its shareholders who are Black women as
defined in the BBBEE Act, 2003 (as amended). This far exceeds the empowerment level
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of most commercial broadcasters. In addition, the format which is licensed is a very
popular format, meeting a need which is otherwise rot catered for in the present sound
broadcasting environment, which has the ability to attract advertisers and thereby
promote competition between FM broadcasters, ensuring a wider choice of
entertainment and news for consumers.

3.3 Very importantly, despite its recent financial struggles, the shareholders in the fransferee
have been able to secure support from advertisers if the transfer and amendment
applications are approved, as well as financial support from other sources. Approval of
the amendment application by the Authority will ensure the longevity of the licensed
format in a sustainable form, giving life to the station instead of allowing it to fail.

3.4 Furthermore, the amendment will give effect to the requirements of section 31(4) of the
ECA (read with section 10) as well as section 2, in securing the efficient and effective
use of radio frequency spectrum and because the amendment will give effectto a
request which is fair and will not prejudice other licensees.

3.5 We say this despite the fact that the amendment application would require the Authority
to re-assign a frequency currently assigned for future. community sound broadcasting
licensees to this commercial sound broadcasting licensee. We have consulted with
Sentech which has confirmed their support for the FM Application.

3.6 We are aware that of the hundreds of community sound broadcasting licences granted
over the years, very few have been compliant with the requirements of the ECA and
regulations, and many more have not been able to sustain their businesses. As a result,
the Authority issued a moratorium on the grant of any further community sound
broadcasting licences. We are also aware that ICASA issued an invitation to apply in
2019 following the lifting of the moratorium, but that applicants were non-compliant with
the requirements cf the Invitation to Apply! (“IT. ") and the process was scrapped. The

closing date for the re-issued ITA was the end of June 20222 There have been no
updates following the closing date.

3.7 The Chairperson of the Authority in Decemnber 2021 made the following remarks, “/CASA
. remains resolute and committed to ensuring the plurality of views within the broadcasting

services sector and community radio and television remain an integral part of that.”
There is no reason why the grant of frequency to a new commercial sound broadcaster
would not advance plurality of views. In light of the objects of the ECA and the absence
of any preferential licensing scheme that favours community stations over commercial
anes, there is no reason for sterilizing frequencies which could be used to gocd effect ~
particularly given the 2021 process in which the Authority attempted to license

community stations {only two out of 142 applicants successfully moved to the second
phase of the community radio licensing process?) :

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3.8 The transferee has, in any event, committed to "assist in the development of
broadcasting knowledge and skills amongst historically disadvantaged groups in the
industry by signing a pattnership agreement with at Jeast one (1) community sound
broadcasting coverage area, and provide them with training through workshops and
experiential learning”, in its ‘promise of performance’ and specifically in the proposed
ctause 9 of the licence. In this clause, the transferee also undertakes to carry out
various other upliftment activities within the licensed coverage area that are directed
towards historically disadvantaged communities.

3.9 As we set out in the reasons for the application, there is précedent in at least 3 other
amendment applications for the amendment of radio frequency licences by the grant of

additional frequencies®, and in at least 1 other amendment application for the grant of an
FM frequency to replace the existing AM frequency®.

The transfer and (simultaneous) amendment applications of the former Classic 1027
FM were approved by ICASA. These applications resulted in the creation of Hot
1027 FM with an amended format. We do not seek amendment to our format which
we wish to promote and support. We seek only the necessary frequency to improve
our listenership by improving the quality of our broadcast and moving away from a
frequency and technology that can no longer be supported.

In Germany, medium wave transmissions ceased in 2008 and today there is only one
active shortwave station. In Switzerland, medium wave broadcasting ended in 2012,
and FM to digital radio switchover is planned for 2024, Currentiy there are more than
60 stations in Switzerland and 1,280 FM transmitters, and DAB digital radio on
various levels of multiplexes (as well as stations from neighbouring countries which
can be received in Swilzerland). Hungary has 5 national commercial stations and
339 FM and 10 MW transmitters. The United Kingdom offers 287 local or regional
commercial stations and 306 community stations (with over 2,000 FM and 300 MW
stations). On DAB digital radio there are 3 national, 6 regional and more than 60
local multiplexes, offering about 400 stations via over 1,170 transmitters. MW
transmissions ceased in 2015 in France and currently there are about 18 national
commercial networks and 850 local stations using 9,000 FM transmitters (with cne
LW and one SW station). DAB digital radio is in operation with 60 local multiplexes
While we know that South Africa remains a developing country and that the diverse
nature of our population demographics is deserving of a more diverse licensing and
broadcasting landscape, we do believe that the examples are instructive.

First, these countries moved on from MW stations almost entirely and many years
ago, except for the UK which retains fewer than 15% of MW stations.

Second, this high-level indication of European commercial sound broadcasting
clearly indicates that there are not only more commercial stations in other countries,
but that even in the UK where there are many hundreds of community stations, the
number of community stations does not outnumber the commercial stations as

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significantly as is the case in South Africa (perhaps as many as or more than 200
community stations to 24 commercial staticns?).

3.11.4 Third, of these 5 sample countries, 4 introduced DAR digital radio some time ago and

all are moving to increase the number of available multiplexes.? ® Several countries
are including AM stations on muitiplexes. 1

4. CONCLUSION

When ICASA awarded the licence along with the format to Extriserve, based on the
Extriserve research and commitments, it allowed that shareholder to broadcast
entertainment and information that is still very much in demand and continues to be
attractive to advertisers. The current state of the licensee is a result of circumstances

specific to the company that holds the commercial sound broadcasting and radio freguency
licences.

By allowing this format to continue in the hands of a new, substantially empowered and
financially supported shareholding group with an FM frequency, the Authority will promote
competition, ensure the effective and efficient use of spectrum, meet unmet demand thus
attracting and retaining listeners and advertising, enable the use of better quality technology,

and be able to contribute to the ongoing development of communities and community
broadcasting licensees in the footprint of the licensee.
